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Wine List

Our list consists of a lot of familiar names - names you know and trust from past
experience. We also seek out new wine names and those not so big ‘boutique’
producers that may be unfamiliar to you unless you follow the wine magazines. We
have several that are very limited in production, are highly allocated and represent the
very best of the winemaking art. Our listis an ‘active’ list where some wines come and
go, but that will keep it from becoming stale. Please ask if we can help you find
something in particular.

Since mid 2010 we added a couple of Pinot Noir Magnums from Siduri and Patz &
Hall — they are great bottling and magnums are great for 4-8 people. We hunted for a
couple of great additions to our French offerings, and found a great white Burgundy (a
Meursault from Matrot), and a Bordeaux (a Margaux from Chateau Branaire Ducru). At
a wine tasting in 2010 we ‘discovered’ the wines of David Ramey, and proudly added
his Napa Cab to our list this year. Our latest find is the Lafond Tavel, a dry Rosé from
Provence.

On Wednesday, November 16, 2011 we’ll donate our bottle of 2002 Sine
Qua Non “Just for the love of it” Syrah to the March of Dimes Signature
Chefs Auction. Get your bids ready; come to one of the Lake’s premier
charity events....and bid on a great bottle of wine for a great cause!

Offers a complex array of spicy cola, dried berry, spice and raspberry flavors. Lots of fruit and great balance. Siduri has
been a consistent producer of Pinot Noir and we're always glad to have them represented on our list. (4/08/11)

2009 Novy Four Mile Creek Red (North Coast, CA) 8 31
A blend of Zinfandel, Syrah, Nebbiolo & Grenache. You'll get bright, red fruits, a smooth, rich mid-palate, and a long, but
soft finish. From Adam and Dianna Lee who also produce Siduri wines, this is bottled without fining or filtration (8/30/11).
2007 Monte Antico Toscana (ltaly) 8.5 32
Deep ruby color with garnet hues; elegant bouquet: leather, black cherries. Mostly Sangiovese, with Merlot and Cabernet
Sauvignon too. We've always had a “thing” for this Italian beauty, so we put it back on our list last year. (5/15/11)

2010 Montes Malbec Classic (Chile) 7.5 29
Full-bodied, round, soft and generous red wine with strong spicy character. The wine is 100% Malbec, aged for six
months in French oak.

647m 2007 Rombauer Cabernet ( Napa Valley) (magnum) 152

733m 2007 Patz & Hall Hyde Vineyard Pinot Noir (magnum) (Carneros) 205

Domaine Chandon Brut Classic (California) 41
Good intensity, with solid pear, apple, spice and a hint of ginger and lemon twist. Great place to visit, too. WS87
Roederer Estate Anderson Valley Brut Rosé (California) 54
Intense, with ripe, vibrant, elegant black cherry, strawberry and cherry-laced fruit.

Taittinger Brut "La Francaise” (Reims) 82

Almost Riesling-like, this floral-scented bubbly is elegant and firmly structured, with a velvety texture framing citrus and
pastry flavors. Turns crisp and dry on the finish. WS89, WE91 (2/6/06)

Veuve Clicquot Ponsardin Brut Rosé Champagne (Reims) 97
"This seems drier than its stable mate, the famous Yellow Label, and is the better for it. There is an urgent freshness here,

Polished, with a spicy edge to the pear and grapefruit flavors, lingering softly. A perennial Duck favorite.

317 2009 Chateau St. Jean "Sonoma County" Chardonnay (Sonoma) 37
A delicate, lively wine with refreshing peach and tropical fruit flavors. Great mid-weight Chardonnay. WS 88

321 2009 Rodney Strong “Chalk Hill” Chardonnay (Sonoma) a7

Barrel fermentation in new and seasoned French oak added toasty vanilla and spice. Abundant fruit character, mineral,
and toasty oak flavors.

Gains depth and
complexity on the finish. David Ramey makes great chardonnays — we picked this one at a wine tasting in St. Louis in
the fall of 2010. W'S 89 (05/05/11)

2010 Chateau Ste. Michelle, "Horse Heaven" Sauvignon Blanc (Washington) 37

2010 Lobster Reef Sauvignon Blanc (Marlborough, New Zealand) 37

2009 Laporte Sancerre Domaine du Rochoy (Loire Valley) 56
2009 Laporte Sancerre Domaine du Rochoy (375 ml half) (Loire Valley) 28

2009 Cartlidge & Browne Dancing Crow Vineyard (Lake County, CA) 36

Clean and light, with hints of American oak. Dancing Crow Vineyard's 28 acres of Sauvignon Blanc have been farmed
organically since 2004. It is bright, with a clean, dry finish. (07/08/10)

2008 Franciscan Sauvignon Blanc (Napa) 41
For fans of intense, mouthwatering acidity, this has plenty of zing to the lemon-lime, herb and grapefruit flavors. We like
it, and it was a hit as a walk-in wine during one of our Franciscan wine dinners.

453 2010 Banfi Estate "San Angelo" Pinot Grigio (Italy) 37

Elegant pale-straw color, with an intense, fruity aroma, followed by a clean, rich, refreshing taste. Unlike many Pinot
Grigios, the grapes come from Tuscany, a bit south of where most come from.
455 2010 King Estate Pinot Gris (Oregon) 41
New 456h 2010 King Estate Pinot Gris (375 ml half bottle) (Oregon) 21

Over 50% estate grown, certified organic fruit, 100% stainless steel fermentation. Flavors of pear, apple, tropical fruit,
lemon, white peach and spice all in a crisp, clean acidity. A perennial favorite of Duck guests.

New 458 2009 Elk Cove Willamette Valley Pinot Gris (Oregon) 43

Wine Spectator: “Light and fragrant, this is juicy with pear, apple and lime flavors, hinting at almond flowers on the finish”.
No. 79 on Wine Spectator's 2010 TOP 100 listt Mark: “Very nice bottle of wine — as soon as | tried it | knew it was
destined for our list.” WS90 (07/06/11)

Riesling

New 503 2009 Dr. Loosen “Blue Slate” Riesling Kabinett (off dry) (Mosel) 41

This wine transported us back to the lazy days spent mostly on the Rhine, but occasionally on the Mosel River too when
we lived in Germany. The minerally nose, just a hint of sweetness, and complex flavors just hit the spot. (6/9/11)

504 2009 Schloss Vollrads Riesling Kabinett (semi-sweet) (Rheingau) 44
Wine Spectator: “There's a fresh minerally cut to the apple and melon flavors, and this is soft and spicy on the finish.
Pale golden yellow, subtle aromas of ripe peach and lemon.” Comes with an interesting glass stopper! (WS86) 07/29/11

New 505 2010 Charles Smith “Kung Fu Girl” Riesling (semi-sweet) (Columbia Valley, WA) 33

Exhibits a slight sweetness, but not cloyingly so. Nice example of Washington Riesling: light, but with great mouth feel.
A great refreshing wine for a hot day...or even a cools day inside! (03/08/11)

Alternative White Wines

552 2008 Burgans Albarifio (Rias Baixas, Spain) 34
This lightly golden-colored wine has loads of lemon zest, peach and flowers on the nose. This is a light to medium-bodied
wine with a stony minerality that pairs nicely with the delicate flavor of the clams. Albarifio taste is often described as a
cross between a fine Riesling and Viognier.

553 2009 Bodega Norton Torrontes (Mendoza, Argentina) 34
Light, offering lime, green apple and floral notes backed by a crisp finish. Greenish yellow in color with tinges of gold.
Very perfumy, fruity and flowery aromas, such as white peach and roses. WE 87

New 555 2009 Zind-Humbrecht Gewdrztraminer (Alsace, Fr.) 46

This dry white shows balance. Tangy acidity enlivens the apple sauce, lychee and clementine flavors, and there's lots of
smoke and white pepper on the finish. (08/08/11)

557 2009 Hopler Gruner Veltliner (Austria) 35
From the light, white national grape of Austria. This is dry, and goes great with seafood. (07/08/10)
559 2005 Qupé Marsanne (Santa Ynez Valley) (Central Coast) 39

Straw yellow with pale green reflections. Very structured and excellent minerality. Aromatic with hazelnuts, pears and an
earthy feeling.

561 2007 Seven Springs Winery Chardonel Dry (Missouri) 34
A nice, crisp offering from our Linn Creek neighborhood winery. Chardonel is usually barrel fermented, is dry and
medium-bodied. This one is clean and crisp — just great for a summer day.

931h 1927 Alvear Pedro Ximenez NV (375 ml half bottle) 40
From a Solera begun nearly 80 years ago, this sherry boasts a dark amber color as well as an extraordinary nose of
créme brulee, liquefied nuts, marmalade, and maple syrup. Huge and viscous, yet neither cloyingly sweet nor heavy. lItis
meant to be drunk alone at the end of a meal. (Available also by the 2 ounce glass for $8.) Great after dinner wine for a
party of 4! RP96 (10/15/09)
